These rules are prepared on the basis of the Model ones for admission to educational institutions implementing educational programs of higher and postgraduate education (approved by the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated February 11, 2013 No. 110, No. 109, No. 130 (as amended on July 04, 2014 No. 769, July 9, 2013 No. 701, May 12, 2016 No. 288, No. 111 dated January 19, 2017, June 08, 2018 No. 334, June 11, 2018 No. 335, October 31, 2018 No. 600), the Rules for Unified National Testing and Complex Testing ( approved by order of the Minister of Education and Science of the Republic and Kazakhstan dated 05/02/2017 No. 204, 05/10/2018. No. 196) and the Rules for the organization of the educational process on distance educational technologies (approved by order of the Minister of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated March 20, 2015 No. 137).

                                                   1. General Provisions

  The International Educational Corporation (hereinafter - the IEC) provides training with higher, postgraduate education, retraining, and advanced training of teaching staff.

The IEC provides full-time education, as well as training using distance learning technologies (hereinafter referred to as DET).

  Training is conducted in the state (Kazakh), Russian and English languages.

  The IEC accepts persons with a general secondary, technical and professional, post-secondary, higher and postgraduate education.

2. Admission to the IEC is carried out through state budget funding, placement of a state educational order, as well as tuition at the expense of citizens and other sources.
3. Citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan are granted the right to receive free higher education, on a competitive basis, in accordance with the state educational order, if he/she is a citizen of the Republic of Kazakhstan and is receiving it for the first time. The exception concerns military and special educational institutions.
4. No residents of the Republic of Kazakhstan that are permanently residing in the state are granted the right to receive free higher education on a competitive basis in accordance with the state educational order, if they receive education at this level for the first time.
       5. The right to receive free higher education by foreigners on a competitive basis in accordance with the state educational order is determined by international treaties of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
6. Admission of citizens to the IEC is carried out in coordination with the applications on a competitive basis in accordance with the points of a certificate of a single national test results (hereinafter referred to as SNT), that is carried out according to the technologies developed by the National Testing Center of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan (hereinafter - NTC). Admission of applicants to educational programs that require special or creative training is carried out through examinations. 
7. Certificates of secondary school graduates are issued based on the results of SNT, or an external assessment of the results of training that are carried out by the autonomous organization of education "Nazarbayev Intellectual School", which is an experimental site. The winners of international competitions and competitions of scientific projects in general subjects (who are awarded with diplomas of the first, second and third degrees) in 2014/2015/2016 are also certified by the "Nazarbayev Intellectual School", and the list of winners is determined by the this body of education too.
Points for external evaluation of the results of training in educational programs certified by  the autonomous organization of education "Nazarbayev Intellectual School" are converted to UNT certificate points, in accordance with the scale approved by the this body.
       The competition for the award of an educational grant is carried out in accordance with the Rules of payments for higher and postgraduate education, for getting a "bachelor" or "master" degree.       
 8. SNT is conducted for:
1) graduates of 11 (12) grades of secondary schools for admission to the university on a paid basis if desired;
 2) graduates of secondary educational organizations of the current year for participation in the competition for the award of an educational grant at the expense of the republican budget or the local budget or for enrollment in universities on a paid basis or for training under the state educational order at the expense of the republican budget if desired;
3) graduates of technical and professional or post-secondary education of past years for participation in the competition for the award of an educational grant at the expense of the republican budget or the local budget or for admission to universities on a paid basis if desired;
4) graduates of technical and professional or post-secondary education, applying for educational programs of higher education, providing reduced terms of study for participation in the competition for the award of an educational grant at the expense of the republican budget or local budget, if desired;

5) graduates of secondary educational organizations who studied through the international exchange of schoolchildren abroad, as well as persons of the Kazakh nationality who are not citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan, who graduated from educational institutions abroad to participate in the competition for the award of an educational grant at the expense of the republican budget or local budget, or for admission to the university on a paid basis if desired;

6) persons enrolled in universities on a full-time form on a paid basis before the end of the first academic period for admission to universities on a paid basis;       

7) students of higher education institutions of educational programs, and those who wish to transfer to other educational programs on a paid basis.
8-1. Persons with secondary, technical and specialized or post-secondary education, with the exception of those who are involved in related areas of training of higher education personnel, providing for shortened periods of study who have not reached the threshold score established in paragraph 4 of these Model of Rules (based on SNT results), are enrolled in full-time professional education paid tuition until the completion of the first academic period.
At the end of the first academic period of study at the higher school, these persons re-submit SNT within the established time in accordance with the Rules for the unified (single) national testing approved by order of the Minister of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated May 2, 2017 No. 204 (registered in the Register of State Registration of Normative legal acts under No. 15173) (hereinafter - order No. 204).
9. The list of groups of educational programs indicating the specialized subjects of SNT is approved by the authorized body in the field of education.

The list of groups of educational programs indicating general and major disciplines of SNT is approved by the authorized body in the field of education.
10. Persons with secondary, technical and specialized (professional) or post-secondary education, with the exception of those that are coming in related areas of training of higher education personnel, providing for shortened training periods, who have passed SNT and want to participate in the competition for the award of an educational grant of higher education at the expense of the republican budget or local budget and (or) enroll in paid tuition at the IEC,  they must score at least 50 points according to SNT results, including at least 5 points on the history of Kazakhstan, mathematical literacy, reading literacy - the language of instruction (Kazakh), and at least 5 points for each core subject, with the exception of those who are going to enter higher education educational programs that require creative training.
Persons with secondary, technical and specialized (professional) or post-secondary education, enrolling in higher educational programs requiring creative training, with the exception of those in related fields of higher education, providing for shortened periods of study, who have passed SNT and wish to participate in a competition for the award of an educational grant of higher school at the expense of the republican budget or local budget and (or) enroll in paid tuition at the IEC, they must score at least 50 points based on the results of SNT and creative exams, including at least 5 points on the history of Kazakhstan, reading literacy (that is the language of instruction), and at least 5 points for each creative exam.
      Persons with technical and specialized (professional), post-secondary education, enrolling in related areas of training of higher educational personnel, providing for shortened training periods, who have passed SNT and who wish to participate in the competition for the award of an educational grant of higher education at the expense of the republican budget or local budget, must be recruited according to the results of SNT with not less than 25 points, including not less than 5 points in general professional discipline and not less than 5 points in special discipline, with the exception of those who are entering higher educational programs that require creative training.

Persons with technical and specialized (professional), post-secondary education, enrolling in related areas of higher education personnel training, providing for shortened training periods, that require creative training, and who have passed SNT and wish to participate in the competition for the award of an educational grant of higher education at the expense of the republican budget or local budget, they have to  score at least 25 points according to the results of SNT and the creative exam, including at least 5 points for the creative exam and at least 5 points in a special discipline.
11. Admission of citizens with higher (or higher professional) education for training in a reduced time on a paid basis is carried out by the IEC Admissions Committee after passing the entrance exam in writing.

12. Admission of foreign citizens under the allocated quota on the basis of a state educational grant is carried out in accordance with intergovernmental agreements, based on the letters of Ministry of Education and science of RK (MESRK). 
13. Admission of foreign citizens to study at the IEC on a paid basis is carried out in the form of an interview during the calendar year. In this case, the enrollment of foreign citizens is carried out in accordance with the academic calendar – within 5 (five) days before the start of the next academic period.

14. Upon admission to study at higher school, an admission quota is provided in the amount approved by the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated February 28, 2012 No. 264 “On approval of admission quota amounts for admission to study at educational organizations implementing educational programs of technical, specialized, post-secondary and higher education."
15. Documents submitted in a foreign language must have a notarized translation into Kazakh or Russian.

Documents on education issued by foreign educational organizations go through the nostrification procedure in the manner prescribed by law, after enrolling the applicants and during the first semester of training. The documents are accepted in accordance with the State Service Standard “Recognition and Nostrification of Documents on Education” (PP RK No. 1119 of 08/31/12):

- the original document of education (the document must be apostilled or legalized);
- an appendix to the document on education (original) with the following information: the amount of hours of completed training disciplines of practice, the received final grades, the course and final qualification works, other components of the educational process (the document must be apostilled or legalized); 
- the notarized translation of the document on education and its annexes in the state (Kazakh) or Russian languages. 
The translation is certified by a notary public in the Republic of Kazakhstan or by the diplomatic service of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the country where the document is issued.

In some cases (for example, when establishing recognition on a precedent), a translation made by the diplomatic service in Kazakhstan of the state in whose territory the document was issued may be presented;      - a notarized copy of the document proving the identity of the holder of the document on education, with a translation into the state (Kazakh) or Russian languages; 
- a copy of the license or certificate of accreditation of the educational institution that issued the document on education, with the exception of state documents on basic secondary, general secondary education, certified by the seal of the educational institution (if necessary, with a notarized translation into the state (Kazakh) or Russian languages).
16. To organize and conduct creative exams by a decision of the first head of the IEC or by the person performing his duties, a commission staff shall be created for the period of the examination.

The commission includes representatives of the IEC, the media. The commission staff for creative exams in the preparation field "Art" includes persons recommended by the local authorized body of culture. The commission consists of an odd number, and a chairman of the commission is elected by a majority of the votes among the members of the commission. The decision of the commission shall be considered competent if at least two thirds of its members are present at the meeting. The decision of the commission is made by a majority of the votes of those present at the exam. In case of equality of votes, the vote of the chairman of the commission is the decisive one.
17. Conducting of special or creative exams is carried out according to groups of educational programs, in accordance with the List of groups of educational programs for which special or creative exams are carried out due to Appendix 1 of this Model of  Rules.

Applications for the creative exam are received at the location of the selected EP groups from June 20 to July 7 of the calendar year. The creative exam is held from July 8 to 13 of the calendar year.
 18. Persons who apply to a group of higher educational programs requiring creative training, and who have certificates of general secondary, technical and specialized or post-secondary education, they have to take two creative exams.

         Persons who apply to a group of educational programs of higher school that require creative training in related areas of higher education on reduced terms, they have to take one creative exam.

         The form for conducting special or creative exams shall be established in accordance with Appendix 2 of this Model of Rules.
         Persons who apply to a group of educational programs of higher school that require creative training in related areas of higher education on reduced terms, they have to take creative exams of their chosen groups of EP.

18-1. Subject commissions are created for the organization and conduct of creative exams, the staff of which is approved by order of the Rector.

18-2. The schedule of creative exams (name of the subject, date, time and place of the consultation, date of announcement of the results) is approved by the chairman of the selection committee and is brought to the attention of applicants no later than the start of the reception of documents. At the same time, creative exams are held in classrooms equipped with video and audio recordings.
18-3. Admission of the applicant to the creative exam is carried out upon presentation of an ID and pass to the exam.

18-4. Prior to the start of the creative exam, applicants are given examination materials and they are instructed about the order of fulfilling the cover pages, as well as the time limits of the creative exam, the dates of the announcement of the results and the ways for appellation, if there is need to.

18-5. During the creative exams, applicants comply with the following requirements:

1)  Keep silence and work independently; do not talk with examiners and other applicants;
         2) not to exchange exam materials, write off, put in the audience and use textbooks, other methodological literature, cell phones;

    3)  not to  walk around the audience, do not change seats;

    4) not to leave the examination auditorium without the permission of the examiner until the end of the exam.

    18-6. Creative exams for applicants who have documents about general secondary or technical and specialized, post-secondary education, are evaluated on a 40-point system.

Creative exam for applicants in related areas of higher education, providing for reduced training periods, is evaluated according to a 20-point system.
18-7. Persons who have received less than 5 points in a creative exam (persons who have documents about general secondary or technical and special professional, post-secondary education or (persons who attend related specialties in reduced educational programs with an accelerated term of study) those who did not take the SNT are not allowed for admission and participation in the competition for the award of an educational grant.
18-8. Compliance with the Rules during the creative exams is provided by the executive secretary of the admissions committee, special persons on duty and technical secretaries who are involved in the exams.

18-9. The results of the creative exam are made out by a sheet of assessments, a protocol of the subject commission in any form, and are transmitted to the responsible secretary for the results announcement. The protocol of the subject commission is signed by the chairman and all members of the commission.
18-10. The results of the creative exam are announced by posting on information boards on the day of the exam.

18-11. According to the results of the creative exam, the applicant is issued a record from the sheet for admission to a higher educational institution on a paid basis, regardless of where the creative exam has been taken place.

18-12. In order to ensure compliance with the requirements, to resolve disputes based on the results of creative exams and to defence the rights of people who are taking the creative exams, the higher school creates an appellation commission for the examinations period.
Appellation commissions are created to consider applications of persons who disagree with the results of the creative exam. The chairman and the commission staff are approved by the order of the IEC rector. 
18-13. The appellation is submitted to the chairman of the commission personally by the examiner. Applications are accepted within 13 hours the next day after the announcement of the results of a special or creative exam and are considered by the appeal commission within one day.

18-14. The decision on the appeal of disagreement with the results of a special or creative exam is taken by a majority vote of the total number of members of the commission. In the event of a tie, the vote of the chairman of the commission shall be decisive. The work of the appeal commission is formalized in a protocol signed by the chairman and all members of the commission.

18-15. The IEC within five calendar days submits to the authorized body of education the final report on the organization and conduct of creative exams in any form, as well as copies of orders for passing creative exams.
On the day of completion of the creative exam, the IEC passes the results of it to the information system of the National Testing Center of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the exam results for participation in the competition for the award of an educational grant of higher education at the expense of the republican budget or enrollment in the IEC for paid tuition. 
19. UNT is carried out on the basis of testing points, the list of which is approved by order of the authorized body in the field of education.   
20. Acceptance of applications for participation in SNT:
       1) from December 1 to December 15 of the calendar year for the persons specified in subparagraphs 1), 6) and 7) of paragraph 3 of these Rules;

      2) from February 1 to February 15 of the calendar year for the persons referred to in subparagraph 1) of paragraph 3 of these Rules;

      3) from April 1 to May 10 of the calendar year for the persons specified in subparagraphs 2), 3) and 4) of paragraph 3 of these Rules;

      4) from May 10 to June 5 of the calendar year for the persons specified in subparagraph 5) of paragraph 3 of these Rules;

      5) from July 25 to August 3 of the calendar year for the persons referred to in subparagraphs 2), 3), 5) and 7) of paragraph 3 of these Rules.
 21. SNT is held for 3 hours and 50 minutes.
    Applicants for related specialties on the reduced educational programs with an accelerated training period are given 1 hour 40 minutes at SNT.

   22. The award of educational grants is carried out on a competitive basis for groups of educational programs, for language departments in accordance with the points of certificates according to the results of UNT. 
Applications for participation in the competition for the award of educational grants at the expense of the republican budget are accepted from July 13 to 20, and for the local budget from August 05 to 10. Awarding is carried out by the Tender Commission of the authorized body in the field of education.
      23. With purpose of participation in the competition for the award of educational grants, a citizen submits to the admissions committee of a higher educational institution an application of the established form, a document of education (original), a certificate of UNT, two photographs of 3 x 4 size, a medical certificate in the form 086-U, and also a copy of an ID.

Persons who have documents on graduation from educational programs of technical and special professional, post-secondary education, those who have confirmed their qualifications and have at least one year of work experience in the major field of specialty, they can additionally submit one of the following documents:
          1) a copy of the work book (the original that is provided for verification);

      2) a work record (a list of information about the work, labor activity of the employee), signed by the employer, certified by the seal of the organization (if there are any);

      3) an archival certificate containing information about the employee's labor activity,

      4) an extract from the unified accumulative pension fund on the mandatory pension contributions transferred to and information from the State Social Insurance Fund on social contributions made;

      5) an employment contract with the employer's mark on the date and reason for its termination;
       6) records from the acts of the employer that confirm the emergence and termination of the employment relationship on the basis of the conclusion and termination of the employment contract;

  7) records from the payroll statement for employees.

  24. The applicant in the application for participation in the competition for an educational grant indicates the groups of educational programs he/she has chosen and the university in which the state educational grants for this OP are placed. With the coincidence of specialized subjects, an applicant can indicate up to four groups of educational programs, regardless of the field of education.
25. Applicants who have choose educational programs that require creative training, participate in the competition for an educational grant for one of the EPs and indicate only the institution of higher education in which they have passed creative exams.   
26. Citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan, acting on the basis of a state educational order, conclude an agreement on working out for at least three years in the manner determined by the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

27. Citizens from among people with limited abilities (groups I and II), people with limited abilities from childhood, children with limited abilities, persons equal in benefits and guarantees to participants and invalids of the Great Patriotic War, people of Kazakh nationality who are not citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan, orphans and children, those who are left without parental care, as well as young citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan who have lost or are left without parental care before adulthood, additionally submit documents confirming the provision of pre-emptive rights and a quota. Citizens with limited abilities of the first and second groups, children with limited abilities, as well as people with limited abilities from childhood, submit to the IEC selection committee a medical report on the absence of contraindications for training in the selected OP.
The established admission quotas for citizens participating in the competition for a state educational grant (for orphans and children without parental care, disabled people of groups I and II, persons equated in war benefits and war invalids, disabled children, children with limited abilities, disabled people, people of Kazakh nationality who are not citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan) concern all declared specialties.
       28. When holding a competition for educational grants, as well as enrolling in the staff of students on a state educational order for training personnel with higher education, in case of equality of points, the followings shall have the priority right:

      1)  persons who are awarded the sign "Altyn belgi";

      2) persons with documents on the formation of educational organizations that implement educational programs of technical and special professional, post-secondary education, who have confirmed their qualifications and have at least one year of experience in the specialty;
      3) winners of international Olympiads and competitions of scientific projects (scientific competitions) in general subjects (who are awarded with diplomas of the first, second and third degrees), international and national competitions of performers and sports competitions (awarded with diplomas of the first, second and third degrees) for the last three years, the list which is determined by the authorized body in the field of education, as well as the winners of the presidential, republican Olympiads and competitions of scientific projects in general subjects (who are awarded with diplomas of the first, second and third degree) of the current academic year, in case of conformity of their chosen specialty to the subject of the Olympiad, competition or sports competition;
      4) orphans and children left without parental care, as well as youth citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan who have lost or are left without parental care before adulthood, people with limited abilities of the first and second groups, persons equated by participants and invalids of the Great Patriotic War with privileges and guarantees wars, people with limited abilities since childhood, children with limited abilities who, according to the medical certificate, are not contraindicated in the relevant educational institutions, and those who have documents on education (certificates, diplomas of excellence).
      Moreover, in the case of the same score indicators, educational grants of higher education are awarded to persons with high average marks of a certificate or diploma.

      In the case of the same scores, as well as the same average scores of the certificate or diploma, points scored in the core subject are taken into account.

  29. Educational grants are primarily awarded to citizens with a pre-emptive right to enter a university in accordance with paragraph 28.

    30. Vacancies in one of the language departments are transferred for awarding on a competitive basis within the EP groups.
   Vacancies left after the competitive award of state educational grants are redistributed within the training direction among EP groups with high passing scores, regardless of the declared form of study and language department.
31. In the case of the same indicators for SNT certificate scores, the orphans and children left without parental care have the preemptive right to receive state educational grants, as well as to receive free public education through budget financing; invalids of I and II groups; persons equal in privileges and guarantees to war veterans and war invalids; disabled since childhood; children with limited abilities who, according to the conclusion of the medical and social examination, are not contraindicated in the education institutions concerned; citizens with educational certificates (diplomas of excellence); and those who have the highest average scores of the certificate or diploma.
32. Applicants who have received state educational grants, the authorized body in the field of education issues certificates of the established sample.

Lists of holders of the relevant certificates are published in the mass media.

33. Applicants who have received certificates of awarding an educational grant, apply for admission to the University specified in the certificate and are enrolled in the number of students of the IEC by order of the rector.

34. In the event of failure of the owner of the educational grant certificate of educational grant award will be cancelled.

35.In case of non-return of the certificate of award of an educational grant, the admission Committee of the higher educational institution shall draw up an act on its cancellation with the date and data of the person who refused the educational grant, and transmit the act sealed by the higher educational institution to the NTC MESRK.

36. Enrollment of students in the IEC is conducted by the admission Committee from August 10 to 25 and is issued by the order of the IEC rector.
The following documents should be submitted to the IEC admissions committee:

1) document on general secondary, technical and vocational, after secondary or higher education (original);

2) copy of identity document;

3) six passport style photographs (size 3x4);

4) medical certificate in the form 086-U, approved order on fulfilling the duties of the Minister of Health of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated November 23, 2010 No. 907 “On approval of official medical documentation of healthcare organizations” (registered in the Register of State Registration of Normative Legal Acts under No. 6697) (hereinafter - the order No. 907);

5) certificate of UNT;

6) extract from the statement (for applicants for educational programs of higher education, requiring special and (or) creative training;

7) educational grant award certificate (if any).

Applicants who has documents on technical and vocational, post-secondary education, also confirming their qualifications and at least one year of work experience in the specialty, additionally enclose one of the following documents:

1) copy of work book (the original is provided for verification);

2) achievement list (list of information about the work, labor activity of the employee), signed by the employer, certified by the seal of the organization (if any);

3) archival certificate containing information about the employee's labor activity;

4) an extract from the unified pension fund on the transferred mandatory pension contributions and information from the state social insurance fund on made social contributions;

5) employment contract with the employer's note on the date and reason for its termination;

6) extracts from the acts of the employer confirming origination and termination of employment on the basis of the conclusion and termination of the employment contract;

7) extracts from the payroll statement.

37. On paid training graduates of educational institutions are enrolled, implementing educational programs of General secondary (secondary General) education or technical and professional (primary and secondary professional), post-secondary education, passed the UNT, with test results not less than 5 points – in the history of Kazakhstan, mathematics literacy, reading literacy – language learning, and at least 5 points for each profile subject, with the exception of entering a specialty that requires delivery of creative examinations.

Graduates of educational organizations that implement educational programs of technical and professional, post-secondary education, who enter related specialties in abbreviated educational programs with accelerated training, who have passed the UNT, who have scored at least 25 points based on the results of testing, including at least 5 points in a General field discipline and at least 5 points in a profile discipline, with the exception of those entering specialties that require passing creative exams, are enrolled in paid training.
Graduates of organizations of General secondary (secondary General) education or graduates of educational organizations that implement educational programs of technical and vocational (primary and secondary professional), post-secondary education, who have passed the UNT, scored at least 50 points based on the results of testing and creative examination, including at least 5 points - on the history of Kazakhstan, reading literacy - language of instruction, and at least 5 points for each creative exam (for applicants to related specialties in reduced educational programs with accelerated learning - at least 35 points, including at least 5 points for the creative exam and at least 5 points for the main discipline) are enrolled in paid training according to EP groups. 

Admission is carried out separately according to the forms of training, EP (educational programs) and language departments.

Admission to the EP, for which creative exams are established, is carried out taking into account the scores for these exams.

38. If applicant legalizes educational loan issued by second tier banks, he/she is admitted to the number of students of a higher educational institution, when submitting appropriate certificate from the bank about documents being under consideration.

At the same time, he/she is granted a deferment in payment of the amount established in the contract for the provision of educational services and payable until the citizen has been enrolled, for the period of applying for an educational loan, but not more than four weeks from the receipt of the bank certificate.

Issues not regulated by these rules are solved independently by the admission committee of higher educational institutions.

Applicants who have mastered professional higher education curricula in the following groups of educational programs are admitted to the Master's program of IEC.

Admission to the magistracy is carried out on a competitive basis according to the results of comprehensive testing (hereinafter referred to as CT) or entrance exams.

Admission of foreign citizens to the magistracy is carried out on a paid basis.

The state educational order of free postgraduate education for foreign citizens is determined on a competitive basis in accordance with international treaties of the Republic of Kazakhstan, with the exception of the scholarship program for master's programs.

The formation of the IEC undergraduate contingent is carried out by the distribution of the state educational order for the training of scientific and pedagogical personnel, as well as tuition at the expense of citizens and other sources.

All citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan shall have the right to receive on a competitive basis in accordance with the state educational order of free postgraduate education provided that the education at these levels is received for the first time.

Persons without citizenship permanently residing in the Republic of Kazakhstan can receive a free postgraduate education on a competitive basis in accordance with the state educational order, if they receive the education of this level for the first time.

The right to receive by foreign citizens on a competitive basis in accordance with the state educational order of free postgraduate education is determined by international treaties of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Applications for admission to the magistracy are admitted by the admission commissions of the IOC and scientific organizations and (or) through the information system from July 3 to 25 of the calendar year. Comprehensive testing (СТ), creative exams to the magistracy are held from August 8 to 16 of the calendar year.
Persons who have mastered the educational programs of higher education are admitted to the magistracy.

The IEC Admission committee is created to accept documents and organize entrance examinations. The head of the IEC is appointed as the chairman of the admission committee.
The composition of the admission committee is approved by order of the head.

 Diplomas (certificates) issued by foreign educational organizations are recognized or nostrificated in the manner prescribed by the legislation in accordance with the Rules for the recognition and nostrification of documents on education, approved by order of the Minister of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated January 10, 2008 No. 8 (registered in the Register of State Registration of Normative Legal acts under No. 5135).

The following documents should be submitted to the IEC admissions committee:
1) application form in accordance with the rules of conducting comprehensive testing, approved by order of the Minister of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated May 8, 2019 No. 190 (registered in the Register of State Registration of Normative Legal Acts under No. 18657), (for magistracy - in any form) in the name the head of the organization;      
2) higher education document (original, when submitting documents to the admission committee);
3) copy of internship certificate;
4) copy of an identity document;

5) six passport style photographs (size 3x4);
6) medical certificate of form 086-U, approved by order of the Acting Minister of Health of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated November 23, 2010 No. 907 "On approval of the forms of primary medical documentation of healthcare organizations" (registered in the Register of State Registration of Normative Legal Acts No. 6697) (hereinafter - Order No. 907); 
7) copy of the certificate of passing the test on programs specified in paragraph 14 of these Model Rules (if any).

Copies of documents submitted to the admissions committee should be accompanied by their originals, which will be returned to the applicant after verification.

The admission committee does not accept documents from applicants if a list of documents referred to in this paragraph are incomplete.

Admission to master’s programs is carried out according to the results of comprehensive testing on the groups of educational programs, which includes a foreign language test, as well as testing on the profile of the group of educational programs, and testing to determine readiness for study.

Enrollment to master’s programs with English language of instruction is carried out according to the results of comprehensive testing, which includes testing in English on the profile of the group of educational programs and testing in the Kazakh or Russian languages (at the choice of the applicant) to determine readiness for study.

Applicants who has an international certificates confirming knowledge of a foreign language in accordance with the pan-European competencies (standards) of knowledge of a foreign language are exempted from the entrance exam in a foreign language to a magistracy:

English language: Test of English as a Foreign Language Institutional Testing Programm (TOEFL ITP) - not less than 460 points;

      Test of English as a Foreign Language Institutional Testing Programm Internet-based Test (TOEFL IBT), threshold score - not less than 87, (TOEFL) threshold score - not less than 560 points, International English Language Tests System (IELTS), threshold score - not less than 5.5;

      German language: Deutsche Sprachpruеfung fuеr den Hochschulzugang (DSH, Niveau С1/ level C1), TestDaF-Prufung  (Niveau C1/ level C1);

French language: Test de Franзais International™ - (TFI) – not lower than level B1 for reading and listening sections, Diplome d’Etudes en Langue franзaise - (DELF), level B2, Diplome Approfondi de Langue franзaise - (DALF), level C1, Test de connaissance du franзais - (TCF) – not less than 400 points.
The authenticity and validity period of the submitted certificates are verified by the IEC Admission Committee.
Applicants to the magistracy in the application indicate one group of educational programs and up to 3 (three) universities. 

The results of comprehensive testing, entrance (creative) examinations are announced on the day they are held.

Enrollment of persons to master’s programs on a paid basis is carried out according to the results of comprehensive testing, based on the 150-point grading scale of comprehensive testing for master’s programs with the Kazakh and Russian language of instruction in accordance with Appendix 7 to the Model Rules (hereinafter - Appendix 7). Applicants should score at least 50 points, including at least 25 points for the foreign language section, and for the section on the profile of the group of educational programs: with choice of one correct answer - at least 7 points, with choice of one or several correct answers - at least 7 points, for the section of testing for determining readiness for study - at least 7 points.

  Enrollment of persons to master's programs with English language of instruction on a paid basis is carried out according to the results of comprehensive testing, based on the 100-point grading scale of comprehensive testing for master's programs with English language of instruction in accordance with Appendix 8 to the Model Rules (hereinafter - Appendix 8). Applicants should score at least 25 points, including at least 7 points for the section of testing for determining readiness for study; and for the section on the profile of the group of educational programs: with choice of one correct answer - at least 7 points, with choice of one or more correct answers - at least 7 points.    

Enrollment of persons to master's programs on a paid basis in groups of educational programs requiring creative training is carried out according to the results of comprehensive testing and creative examinations in the profile of a group of educational programs according to Appendix 7. Applicants should score at least 50 points, while in a foreign language - at least 25 points, according to the test for determining readiness for training - at least 7 points and for creative exams - at least 7 points for each creative examination.

The maximum number of points for creative examination in specialty is 35.

Applicants with a master's degree and at least 1 (one) year work experience are admitted to doctoral studies.

The following documents should be submitted in the IEC or via information system:

1) application (in any form);

2) copy of an identity document;

3) document on education (original, when submitting documents to the selection committee);

4) international certificate confirming knowledge of a foreign language in accordance with the pan-European competencies (standards) of knowledge of a foreign language;

5) medical certificate form 086-U, approved by order No. 907;

6) six passport style photographs (size 3x4);

7) personal sheet for personnel records or another document confirming labor activity, certified by the personnel service at the place of work;

8) list of research and scientific-methodical works (if available);

Copies of documents submitted to the admissions committee should be accompanied by their originals, which will be returned to the applicant after verification.

The admission committee does not accept documents from applicants if a list of documents referred to in this paragraph are incomplete.

Applications are accepted (in any form) for people applying for training on a state educational order as part of targeted training for groups of educational doctoral programs at the IEC.

Applicants to doctoral programs provide international certificates confirming knowledge of a foreign language in accordance with the pan-European competencies (standards) of knowledge of a foreign language:

English language: Test of English as a Foreign Language Institutional Testing Program (TOEFL ITP) - at least 138 points;

Test of English as a Foreign Language Institutional Testing Program Internet-based Test (TOEFL IBT threshold score - not less than 32 points;

Test of English as a Foreign Language Paper-based testing (TOEFL PBT) threshold score - not less than 400;

Test of English as a Foreign Language Paper-delivered testing (TOEFL PDT) threshold score - not less than 47;

International English Language Tests System (IELTS), threshold score - not less than 4.5;

    German language: Deutsche Sprachpruеfung fuеr den Hochschulzugang (DSH, Niveau В2/ level В2), TestDaF-Prufung (Niveau В2/ level В2);

French language: Test de Fransais International™ - (TFI) – not lower than level B1 (for reading and listening sections), Diplome d’Etudes en Langue Fransaise - (DELF), level B2, Diplome Approfondi de Langue fransaise - (DALF), level C1, Test de connaissance du franзais - (TCF) – not less than 400 points.

The authenticity and validity period of the submitted certificates are verified by the IEC Admission Committee.

      The entrance examination for groups of educational doctoral programs in accordance with Appendix 5 of the Model Rules is conducted independently. At the same time, the applicant passes the entrance exam for the group of educational programs of doctoral studies only at the IEC, to which he enters.

In accordance with Appendix 5 of the Model Rules the entrance examination for groups of educational doctoral programs is conducted independently. Applicant takes the entrance exam for the group of educational programs of doctoral studies only at the IEC.

Examination committees are created for groups of educational programs during the period of the entrance examinations for doctoral studies at the IEC.

Examination commissions for groups of educational programs are formed from the number of IEC faculty members, IEC employees who have a doctor of science or candidate of science degree, or a doctor of philosophy (PhD) degree in the corresponding profile.

The committee  with the indication of their chairmen is approved by the order of the head of the IEC.
The programs and schedule of entrance exams (the form of the exam, date, time and place, consultations) for groups of educational programs are prepared by the IEC and approved by the Chairman of the admissions Committee and brought to the attention of applicants 3 (three) days before the start of the entrance exam.

Entrance exams for groups of educational programs are held in classrooms (rooms) equipped with video and (or) audio recording.
The results of the entrance exam are made out by the report of assessments and the Protocol of the Commission in any form, which are transmitted to the Executive Secretary of the admission Committee (his Deputy) for the announcement of the results. The Protocol of the Commission is signed by the Chairman and all present members of the Commission.

HEI(High Educational Institution), regardless of ownership, within three (3) calendar days after completion of entrance exam in groups educational programs present to the authorized body in the field of education the final report on the organization and holding entrance examination in any form, and copies of orders on the results of the entrance exam.

The authenticity and validity of the submitted certificates are checked by the IEC admission commissions.

The results of entrance exams are announced on the day of their holding.

The work of appeal committees

The work of the appeals Commission of the IEC for twenty calendar days before the opening (creative) examinations sends to the MES and Ministry of healthcare of RK the schedule  of the entrance (creative) examinations on groups of educational programs of doctoral studies.

An application for appeal is submitted to the Chairman of the appeal Commission by a person entering the doctoral program. Applications for the content of examination materials and for technical reasons are accepted until 13.00 pm of the next day after the announcement of the results and are considered by the appeal Commission within one day from the date of submission of the application.

The appeal Commission works with each person individually. If a person does not appear at the meeting of the appeal Commission, his application for appeal is not considered.

When considering the application by the appeal Commission, the person who filed the appeal provides an identity document.

Decisions by appeal commissions are made by a majority of the total number of members of the commission. The vote of the chairman of the commission shall be decisive in case of equality of votes. The work of the appeal commissions is formalized in a protocol signed by the chairman and all members of the commission.
Applications for doctoral studies (PhD) are accepted from July 03 to 25.
Enrollment in the number of doctoral students is carried out by the admission Committee until August 25.

Admission to the doctoral program is based on an international certificate confirming foreign language proficiency in accordance with the common European competences (standards) of foreign language proficiency and on the results of the entrance exam for the profile of the group of educational programs of the doctoral program and scored at least 50 points out of a possible 100 points.

Applicants who have scored at least 75 points on the entrance exam are admitted to the doctoral program under the state educational order on a competitive basis.

In the case of identical indicators of competitive points, the preferential right to enroll in the doctoral program is given to those who have the highest rating in the profile of the educational program group. Then scientific achievements corresponding to the profile of the educational program are taken into account: scientific publications, including in rating of scientific publications; certificates of scientific developments; certificates of awarding scientific scholarships, grants; certificates/diplomas for participation in scientific conferences and competitions.

Grants on a state educational order for doctoral studies, including targeted ones, which were not given are returned to the authorized bodies in the field of education, in the form of an application for further redistribution between universities.
The IEC submits to the authorized bodies in the field of education within 10 calendar days the final report on the organization and conduct of admission, as well as copies of orders for admission to master's and doctoral studies under the state educational order.
